• There is another ‘Come and see’ weekend at St. Augustine’s Seminary February 4th-
6th. As you know, ‘Come and See’ is for those interested in the priesthood and can 
give them an inside look into seminary life, its community of students and staff, its 
daily schedule and routine, liturgy and study program. It offers a rare opportunity to 
talk to seminarians and professors about the priesthood, ask questions and get some 
answers in a setting which is welcoming, fraternal and prayerful. There is time for 
personal prayer and reflection as well as for social interaction with the seminary 
community. It can be of great value for those discerning a vocation. If you have 
anybody interested in your parishes, please let me know as soon as possible!  

• On a regular basis, people are calling in to ask about the priesthood or the 
permanent diaconate. It shows there are still vocations out there. Reason enough to 
continue to use the promotional material for vocations distributed at our study day 
back in September. It’s obviously working! If you need more material, let me know.   

• The resource manual devised by the volunteers at the Vocation Office is still at the 
printers, but due to come out shortly. Once it does it will be sent to all the parishes 
for use in your parish and schools.   

• Also, we are still thinking of starting a Vocation Week in each parish as soon as the 
manual comes in.
